Summer Learning Opportunities  
Pre-college summer programs allow students to explore areas of interest and can help a student decide 

if a specific field of study is right for him. Summer programs give students a chance to develop skills, 

meet new people and experience what it is like to live and learn in a college environment. Participating 

in these programs often motivates students to do well in their remaining time in high school – and may 

set them apart in the college admissions process.
